¢ Se un verbo termina in -0; -ch, -sh, -ss, -x si aggiunge -es alla terza persona singolare.
¢ Se un verbo termina con una consonante -b, -c, -d, + y, si cambia -y in -ies per la terza

persona singolare: I study, she studies.
